Action items / Business arising from last minutes and Agenda items:
1. Bunnings BBQ Belrose (April 13) – takings for this event were just over $900, however outright profit will not be able to be determined due to amount of carried-over stock from previous BBQ’s.  Also, the amount of sausages and bread purchased on the advice of Bunnings proved to be wildly optimistic in terms of what was sold.  A lot of stock was frozen for use at the first netball BBQ.  Bunnings were advised that the profit was about $500.  In future for fundraising events, the Event Coordinator will be requested to email out a roster in advance so that participants are aware of their obligations.  Next Bunnings BBQ is scheduled for Sunday April 29 at Narrabeen.
2. Equipment Fund – from last year and this year, there is a sinking fund of $3,000 available for equipment purchases, e.g., canoes, tents, etc.  $600 of this fund was spent last year, and another $1,500 has already been spent this year.  The only thing that the PSG requests is that Leaders let us know what they want.  It may also be appropriate to look at an orderly process of equipment replacement (e.g., canoes), so that their replacement can be allowed for.
3. Q2 Invoices – these are just about ready and will be sent out next week.  All the sections have families with fees outstanding, including:








- 2 Venturers have fees outstanding for 12 months,





- 1 Joey family has 2 terms’ worth of fees outstanding, and




- a number of families in all sections are overdue by 1 term.



                                 Leaders will be asked to follow up on these issues.  Other questions that need to be addressed include:













- When does a youth member stop being a member ?,    and




- How does the group treat ‘missing’ members ?

4. Budget for 2012 – tabled and accepted (see attached)

5. Annual Dinner (including AGM) – 27 May is the confirmed date of this event.  Annual Report to be collated by Anna Farr (with Stephan providing all the information).  There is a budget of $500 for this event.  Once again looking at a meal of barbequed chicken and salad, with BYO drinks. The format of the evening is that the PSG run the AGM, with the Leaders overseeing the voting procedure.  Stephan to organise invitations to the event, and to request nominees for all the Committee positions. New Business / Action Plan for next meeting
1. Buddy system for younger members attending fundraising events -  the issue of how to measure the worth of younger members’ attendance at fundraising events was raised.  The general concept is for the younger (under 14y) youth members’ parent(s) or carer(s) to be present with them at fundraising events.  However, in exceptional circumstances, a buddy can be employed to allow unsupervised younger members to obtain a benefit for their attendance.  This is dependant on the presence of enough 14y and over youth members.  There is also the question of families with multiple younger members, and how they are counted when they attend events with only one parent.

The policy to be adopted by the PSG this year will be as follows:

“All children under 14 years of age will be counted at a half rate if there is an adult or youth member 14y or older with them.  Youth members 14y and older will be counted at the adult (full) rate.  All under 14y youth members must be accompanied (by an adult/parent/carer/buddy).  Ages of youth members need to be indicated in the sign-on book.” 
This was the proposal adopted at this meeting, however due to further correspondence that occurred after the meeting, the issue will now be on the agenda for the May PSG meeting.  It is hoped that a final policy position can then be adopted.  DAB
